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The Hlstory ofEaster Eggs

TheChristian custonof Easter eggstarted among

the early Christiansof Mesopotamia who stained
eggs with red coloring "in memory of the blood of
Christ, shed at His crucifixion. The Christian
Churchofficially adopted the custom, regarding the
eggs as a symbol of tmesurrection of Jesuwith

the Roman Ritual the first edition of which was published in
1610 but which has texts of much older date, containing among
the Easter Blessings of Food, one for eggs, along with those for
lamb, bread, and new produce. The blessing is for consumption
as a food, rather than decorated

Lord, let the grace of your blessing + come upon these
eggs, that they be healthful food for your faithful who
eat them in thanksgiving for the resurrection of our Lord
Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with you forever and
ever.

Sociology professor &neth Thompson discusses the spread of
the Easter egg throughouChristendom writing that "use of
eggs at Easter seems to have come from Persia into the Greek
Christian Churches of Mesopotamia, thence to Russia and-Sibe
ria through the medium of Orthodo Christianity. From the
Greek Church the custom was adopted by either the Roman
Catholics or the Protestants and thespread through Erope."
Both Thompson, as well as British orientalldtomas Hydestate

that in addition to dying the eggs red, the earGhristians of
Mesopotamia also stained Easter eggs green and yellow.

Lenten tradition

The Easter egg tradition may also have merged into the celebration
of the end of the privations ofent in the West. Historically, it was
traditional to use up all of the household's eggs before Lent began.
Eggs were originally forbidden durifgent as well as on other tradi
tional fastdays in Western Christianitythis tradition still continues
among theEastern Christian Churched.ikewise, irEastern Christi
anity, meat, eggs, andairyare all prohibited during th&enten fast

Symbolism and related customs

Some Christias symbolically link the cracking open of Easter eggs
with the empty tomb of Jesus.

In the Orthodox churches, Easter eggs dessedby the priest at
the end of thePaschal Vigiwhich is equivalent tdHoly Saturday,
and distributed to the faithful. The egg is seen by followers of
Christianity as a symbol ofresurrection while being dormant it
contains a new life sealed within

Similarly, in theRoman Catholic Churcln Poland the seo
calledG x E & A iel biedsing of decative baskets with a sampling

of Easter eggs and other symbolic foods, is one of the most enduring
and beloved Polish traditions on Hdbaturday.

During Paschaltide in some traditions the Pascal greeting with the
Easter egg is even extended to the deceased. On either the second
Monday or Tuesday of Pascha, aftem&morial servicgpeople bring
blessed eggs to the cemetery and bring the joy@aschal greeting
"Christ has risen”, to their beloved departed.

In Greece, women traditionally dye the eggs with onion skins and
vinegar on Thursday (also the day@bmmunior). These ceremonial
eggs are known as kokkina avga. They also btdaireki for the
Easter Sunday feast. Red Easter eggs are sometimes served along
the centerline of tsoureki (braided loaf of bread).
